The Murray King Montfort Trimble Foundation Scholarship
General Information
Background of Award

This scholarship was established in 1998, as a memorial to the late Murray King, who was a pioneer in the development of soil conservation programmes in the Wairarapa.

The funds are provided from a Trust fund, contributed to by individuals, local and regional authorities, interest groups, and charitable organisations. In 2017 the Montfort Trimble Foundation joined as a funding partner, and as a result has joint naming rights.
Purpose of Award

To enable Wairarapa students to attend a New Zealand university and obtain degree qualifications, with particular emphasis on conservation, sustainable land management, integrated catchment, and natural ecosystem management.
Selection Criteria

Students who have completed part or all of their secondary education in the Wairarapa, or who live in the Wairarapa at the time of applying for the scholarship are eligible.

Preference will be given to persons who are eligible to enter the third year and beyond, of an appropriate degree course, with applicable course subjects. If this preference is not available Trustees may opt not to award a scholarship in that particular year. Post-graduates are eligible to apply.

In awarding the scholarship the following factors (in no particular order of precedence) may be considered.

· academic ability

· personal attributes

· relevance of course study

· community associations

· potential for future career success

Number of awards offered

At the discretion of the Board, but generally one per year.

Value of award

A minimum amount of $2,500 is currently available for the award each year either as one scholarship or divided into multiple scholarships.

Tenure of award

Tenable for one year, with half the value of the scholarship to be paid in April of that year, and the balance half way through the academic year. The second instalment will be forwarded on receipt of a brief progress report. Alternatively, the successful applicant may be asked to attend a short interview with the Trustees around the middle of the year.
Closing date for applications

31 March each year.
